MBX 2020 Summer School classes will be held as scheduled. While we hope to hold in-person classes, we are making plans for distance learning for all academic classes, including Traditional Summer School and Flex classes. Traditional classes will meet according to the original summer school calendar, either in the classroom, or with Zoom classes and teacher office hours scheduled daily. Flex classes will have sessions in person, or remotely, with smaller teacher-to-student ratios. Flex sessions will be scheduled around student availability.
