MBX 2020 Summer School classes will be held as scheduled. While we hope to hold in-person classes, we are making plans for distance learning for all academic classes, including Traditional Summer School and Flex classes. Traditional classes will meet according to the original summer school calendar, either in the classroom, or with Zoom classes and teacher office hours scheduled daily. Flex classes will have sessions in person, or remotely, with smaller teacher-to-student ratios. Flex sessions will be scheduled around student availability. COLLEGE AND CAREER CENTER
· El Camino College – South Bay Promise important information below. TODAY, Thursday, April 30, is the deadline for new students to complete steps in order to be eligible for priority registration for the fall semester. April 30 is also the priority deadline to complete eligibility requirements for the South Bay Promise. Students who applied to the South Bay Promise will begin to receive acceptance letters this week. 
Here is how El Camino College can help:  
· First time students may sign up for a virtual orientation session through the ECC Outreach Office. Students who complete orientations with Outreach will be asked about educational planning and counseling appointments.  
· Prior to meeting with a counselor, students should complete the English and Mathematics Placement Survey. This survey is found in the student’s MyECC.  
· Students may also elect to make an appointment with a counselor from the ECC dedicated team of counselors.  
· The Financial Aid office offers virtual assistance. Students can simply visit the Financial Aid Office website and choose to “knock on the door” of one of our Financial Aid staff and chat. Financial Aid staff are available Monday through Thursday from 8:00 am to 7:00 pm and Fridays from 8:00 am to 1:00 pm.  
· Our Admissions & Records is also working remotely. Be prepared to receive additional communication about additional Admissions & Records forms that may be available online – these include forms such as the Dual Enrollment Application, Residency Petition, and the AB540 Affidavit form.  
· Finally, summer and fall course registration is approaching. Students with summer applications will be able to register starting May 12. Registration appointments will be visible in a student’s MyECC on or after May 4. Fall registration appointments will be available on or after May 18.  
· For students who are still undecided about college, you and your families are invited to attend one of ECC’s virtual Prospect Student Information Sessions, hosted every Thursday at 4:00 pm.
