Study Guide for Unit 1 Test: Sources of Democratic Traditions
Test format:

The test will consist of 50 objective questions and one subjective essay question. The objective portion of the test will comprise of both matching and multiple choice questions. You will receive an essay prompt two days prior to the test, by which, you are provided with the option to prepare and submit for approval an outline of your thesis statement and topic sentences no less then 24-hours before the test. You may only use pre-approved outlines during the test. Students using an outline without a stamp or signature will receive NO points for the test. 

Key ideas to know for test:

· City-state as it relates to civilization, community, government, citizens, economics, geography, conflict, society.
· Cultural diffusion as it relates to the conquests and empire of Alexander the Great.
· Structure of the Greek and Roman governments, and ideas on the rule and application of law and politics.
· Development of the Roman system of law, its milestones, and its application to citizens and foreigners in the empire.

· Plato’s perspective on the ideal society and government.

· Aristotle’s perspective on law, individual, society, and government.

· Causes and effects of the transformation of Rome from republic to empire.
· Israelites perspective on God’s law as it relates to the individual and ruler.

· The apparent conflict between Greek reasoning and Judeo-Christian faith.

· The rise and spread of Christianity as it relates to important people, events and eventual integration into the Roman Empire. 

· The similarities between Stoicism and Christianity.

· The contribution of the Christian church toward the maintenance of Judeo-Christian tradition and the Greco-Roman civilization.
· Sources of the Judeo-Christian tradition based on moral and ethical principles as well as Western beliefs of fair treatment and justice.
· Answer all “Comprehension and Critical Thinking” questions at the end of each section in the textbook. (Chapter 1, Sections 1-4)
