Study Guide for Unit 2 Test: Democratic Revolutions in Europe and America
Test format:

The test will consist of 50 objective questions and one subjective essay question. You will receive an essay prompt two days prior to the test, by which, you are provided with the option to prepare and submit for approval an outline of your thesis statement and topic sentences no less then 24-hours before the test. You may only use pre-approved outlines during the test. Students using an outline without a stamp or signature will receive NO points for the test. 

Key ideas to know for test:

· Events that contributed to the development of a constitutional monarchy in England including but not limited to the Magna Carta, the Commonwealth ruled by Oliver Cromwell, religious tensions between Catholics and Protestants, the Glorious Revolution, and the English Bill of Rights.
· Enlightenment and the various social, political, and economic philosophies of Hobbes, Locke, Voltaire, Montesquieu, Rousseau, and Smith.

· The development of absolutism from its medieval roots to enlightened despots and all the way through the political ideologies of mid-19th century conservatism.
· The application of Enlightenment philosophies in sparking and justifying the American Revolution including the Declaration of Independence, and the application of these ideologies following the revolution in forming the new American government including the writing of the Constitution.
· Long-term causes of the French Revolution that contributed to the disillusionment of the population, including but not limited to the social structure of society, taxation, debt, the affects of the industrial revolution on population distribution and changing social structure coupled with the ideas of enlightenment.

· The events and sequence of events during the French Revolution ending with the rule of Napoleon.
· The various political organizations and their leadership that contributed to the ideas and instability that followed the establishment of France’s first republic.
· Factors that contributed to what is referred to as the radicalism of the French revolution.

· The definition and examples of early Liberalism, including its ideologies and backers.

· The historic events associated with Napoleon and his contributions to the spread of nationalism and liberalism to other parts of Europe.

· The general and specific goals of 19th century nationalists.

· The general and specific goals of conservatives following the defeat of Napoleon as deduced from the Congress of Vienna, the Concert of Europe and other events during the Age of Revolutions. 

· The various circumstances and political ideologies that contributed to the revolutions across Europe and Latin America in the first half of the 19th century.

· The problems that faced various Latin American countries following independence.
· Answer all “Comprehension and Critical Thinking” questions at the end of each section in the textbook. (Chapter 1 section 5 through chapter 4 section 3)
