That means that the use of the pronoun "I" is not usually found within the essay.

Background:

The change to production of goods by machines is known as the Industrial Revolution. What made this change possible were scientific and technological advances and the investment of money, also known as capital, in resources that would produce goods, such as the factories and machinery.
