Study Guide for Unit 3 Test: The Industrial Revolution
Test format:

The test will consist of 50 objective questions and one subjective essay question. You will receive an essay prompt two days prior to the test, by which, you are provided with the option to prepare and submit for approval an outline of your thesis statement and topic sentences no less then 24-hours before the test. You may only use pre-approved outlines during the test. Students using an outline without a stamp or signature will receive NO points for the test. 

Key ideas to know for test:

· The concepts associated with the development and growth of the industrial centers and England and elsewhere.
· Specific reforms that were initiated during the 19th century to improve working conditions for the poor.

· Movements or political organizations that influenced reforms or otherwise addressed the inequities faced by the working class.

· The role of capital in the pre-industrial and industrial world.

· The various thinkers and approaches that attempted to address the economic and social problems of the 19th century (Bentham, Mill, Owen, Malthus, Smith, Marx, etc.).
· How the industrial revolution spread from England.

· How and why capitalism replaced feudalism over time.
· How colonial trade and political stability contributed to England leading the way in industrialization.

· The importance of textile industry in the growth of capital and its contribution to capitalism.

· The significance of technological advances in transportation and communication as a major driving force of economic growth and prosperity.

· Major technological, medicinal, and scientific improvements during the 19th century.
· The reasons for the rise of corporations and monopolies.

· The result of widespread anti-Semitism in Europe in the late 1800s.

· How living conditions are addressed in the growing cities.
· How the political landscape changes as workers increase pressure on government.

· The role of labor unions in improving wages as well as living and working conditions for the poor.

· Differentiate between the long- and short-term results of the Industrial revolution.
