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Expository Essay Prompt: The Fourteen Points
General Information:
Expository essays require that the writer give information, explain ideas or define something in detail. To accomplish that, they are best developed by the use of facts, cause and effect relationships, or examples. Collect the facts and details you need to write your essay. Use the textbook, lecture notes, the Internet and your opinion developed during class discussions. Since they are factual, they are written without emotion and usually written in the third person. That means that the use of the pronoun "I" is not usually found within the essay.

Topic:

Explain Wilson’s six big ideas discussed in class regarding the Fourteen Points and the effects of the fore mentioned on U.S. foreign policy in the 20th Century.
Background:

The Treaty of Versailles ended World War I and imposed a harsh peace settlement on the losing nations, including Germany. U.S. President Woodrow Wilson attempted to negotiate a gentle peace or “peace without victory” based on his ideas outlined in the Fourteen Points. His vision, although not fully reflected in the Treaty of Versailles, had long lasting implications on U.S. foreign policy. For one, he saw the United States as the champion of the free world, charged with the task of protecting and promoting democracy throughout the globe. This effectively made the United States a world police, in theory, advancing the interests of people  everywhere.
Other Considerations:

The Monroe Doctrine, Roosevelt Corollary, Truman Doctrine, Marshall Plan, Gulf War, Iraq War, and economic imperialism.
