A (90-100)

· The author provides a complete listing of the event and a well-articulated, accurate summary.  He/she succeeds in capturing the reader’s attention and providing the appropriate information to give the reader a full understanding of the event.

· The author’s evaluation is masterfully rendered and insightful.  He/she pays specific attention to all of the design aspects of the event (set, lights, costumes, choreography, sound/music/vocals, etc.) and is able to articulate how they tied together to establish an overall mood and/or theme.

· The author provides tremendous insight into the event’s theme and discusses whether or not the event was successful in conveying this message.  The author also gives a detailed recommendation.

· The paper meets all of the formal requirements and the author exhibits superb grammar/mechanics skills.

B  (80-89)

· The essay provides a listing of the event and an accurate summary.  The author includes all of the necessary information for the reader to understand the content of the event.

· The author’s evaluation is commendable.  He/she evaluates all of the design aspects of the event and is able to mention how they tied together to establish an overall mood and/or theme.

· The author discusses the event’s theme and mentions whether or not the event was successful in conveying this message.  The author also gives a recommendation.

· The paper meets nearly all of the formal requirements, but the author makes a few notable grammar/mechanics errors.

C (70-79)

· The author provides a listing and a summary of the event, but he/she does not include all of the necessary information for the reader to understand the content of the piece.

· The author’s evaluation is underdeveloped.  He/she might not have evaluated all of the aspects of the event, and he/she makes little to no mention of how they tied together to establish an overall mood and/or theme.

· The author mentions the event’s theme but provides little to no insight on whether or not the event successfully conveys this theme.  The author’s recommendation is underdeveloped.

· The paper meets nearly all of the formal requirements, but the author makes significant grammar/mechanics errors that, at times, obscure the essay’s meaning.

D (60-69)

A “D” essay compounds the weaknesses of a “C” essay.  The author shows very little effort.

F (59 or lower)

No effort or incomplete.
