SET DESIGN PROJECT: Scoring Rubric

Objective: From a script of choice, students will learn how to analyze a play from the perspective of a set designer and create conceptual set design renderings that include schematics and models.

SCRIPT ANALYSIS

· Include the title, author, and copyright date of the play. (5 points)

· Provide a brief synopsis of the play. (1 page, 10 points)

· Discuss in detail what you feel the theme of the play is. (1/2-1 page, 15 points)

· Outline initial concepts of your design. (1 page, 5 points)

· This section is typed, and double-spaced.  Writing is well-organized, proofread and free of grammar/mechanics errors. (15 points)

SCENE BREAKDOWN

· This includes a list of all of the scenes, the page numbers on which they occur, and a brief summary of the scene’s location and events. (15 points)

· This section is typed, and double-spaced.  Writing is well organized, proofread and free of grammar/mechanics errors. (10 points)

· A single-spaced, typed paper that details the concept for your design.  Create a word picture that describes what your set looks like and how it functions.  Be specific and be sure to include scene changes, furniture pieces, color schemes and any other elements that apply.
