Annotation Guide for The Adventures of Huckleberry Finn
Annotation- a note added by way of comment or explanation, usually critical or analytical

Directions: As you read The Adventures of Huckleberry Finn, you will be required to annotate in the following manner.  I will check your markings regularly as you complete journal entries at the beginning of class.  By annotating, you will better comprehend and remember what you read as well as develop better comprehension skills and reading habits for the novels we read in the future.  Please use Post-It notes or write notes and page numbers in your notebook.  Please follow the following guidelines:

1. Mark the names of characters and locations when they are first presented.

2.  Mark any passages that involve:

· Character description, development, or conflict

· Significant action or plot
· Setting

· Particularly good representations of Twain’s style
(Note the significance of your annotation on your Post-It or in your notebook.)

3. Look for examples of satire.  Mark and annotate.

· Mark and annotate thematic topics as they are presented and developed.
· Mob action

· Superstition vs. Religion

· The forging of an independent identity

· Moral reasoning vs. Civic duty

· Others you may have noticed while reading the novel

5.  Mark with a question mark any confusions that you would like to bring up in class.
