THE ADVENTURES OF HUICKLEBERRY FINN

Process Paper: Interpretive Essay

Writing Situation: As a prototype of the modern American adolescent, Huck Finn is forced to forge an identity independent of the beliefs and ideals of those who raised him.  It is clear, however, that as Huck begins to set out on his own, he pulls from the personalities and lessons of both his guardians, the Widow Douglas and Miss Watson, and his father, Pap.

Directions for Writing: In an insightful, well-organized interpretive essay, analyze how the behavior and beliefs of Huckleberry Finn have been influenced by both the Widow Douglas/Miss Watson and Pap.  Provide specific examples of how each (the Widow/Miss Watson and Pap) has influenced Huck and how this influence has dictated his beliefs or behavior.  Once you have established that Huck has acquired qualities from each group of guardians, demonstrate how Huck has begun to forge his own identity by making his own choices.
