PORTFOLIO RUBRIC

A (90-100)

An “A” Portfolio is impeccably organized, contains all of the necessary entries, and demonstrates steady commitment and exceptional effort in respect to all showcased journal entries and discussion questions.  The following qualities are present in this portfolio:

· Portfolio contains complete reading/writing logs with chronological entries and comprehensive comments.

· Portfolio contains all assigned journal entries and discussion questions; entries and responses demonstrate the author’s full engagement in the topic at hand and chart the author’s growth and willingness to take risks as a writer and a thinker. 

· All portfolio work is represented and arranged in reverse chronological order.

· All work from former years is arranged in the “reflection” section of the binder.  Reflections on writing are thorough and insightful.

· The general look, organization, and accessibility of the portfolio are impeccable.  The portfolio contains no loose papers or unreadable dividers.

B (80-89)

A “B” Portfolio is well-presented, but not as impressive or thorough as an “A” portfolio. The portfolio is well organized, contains most of the necessary entries, and demonstrates relatively steady commitment and effort in respect to all showcased journal entries and discussion questions.  The following qualities are present in this portfolio:

· Portfolio contains complete reading/writing logs with entries and comments.

· Portfolio contains journal entries and discussion questions; entries and responses demonstrate that the author engaged in the topic at hand, though he/she may not have given his/her full commitment.  Some of the entries, though very few, may be missing. 

· All portfolio work is represented and arranged in reverse chronological order.

· All work from former years is arranged in the “portfolio” section of the binder. Reflections on writing are thorough.

· The general look, organization, and accessibility of the portfolio are good.  The portfolio contains no loose papers or unreadable dividers.

C (70-79)

A “C” Portfolio demonstrates a noticeable lack of commitment to the portfolio process. Though effort was put into the portfolio, it lacks organization, is missing several of the necessary entries, and demonstrates a lapse in commitment and effort in respect to all showcased journal entries and discussion questions.  The following qualities are present in this portfolio:

· Portfolio contains incomplete reading/writing logs with entries and comments.

· Portfolio contains incomplete journal entries and discussion questions; entries and responses demonstrate that the author only marginally engaged in the topic at hand.  Several of the entries may be missing. 

· Work may not be completely represented and/or arranged in reverse chronological order.

· All work from former years is not arranged in the “portfolio” section of the binder.  Reflections demonstrate minimal effort.

· The general look, organization, and accessibility of the portfolio are lacking.  The portfolio contains loose papers or unreadable dividers.

D (60-69)

A “D” Portfolio significantly compounds the weaknesses of a “C” Portfolio

F (0-59)

Either the Portfolio is missing or there appears to be no effort or organization.
